It's purpose is
not to provide interesting programs. A church's true purpose is to make disciples of Jesus Christ (who make
more disciples of Jesus Christ) for the transformation of the world. 1 will continue to pray that this vision
takes hold as Calvary moves into the future under Pastor Robin Baer's leadership. Who will God choose
next?!

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Updated COVID Policies
for Calvary UMC

A recent Ad Council meeting revised some of Calvary’s COVID policies.
Below are the changes...

1. We will be singing at both worship services. Spoken responses like Calls to
Worship and Opening Prayers can also be added. Masks remain on during
worship (indoors).

2. The 8:00 am service will be meeting outside, weather permitting, for the rest
of the summer.

3. Masks are now optional when entering the church office or attending any small
Group (Bible Study, Sunday School, UMW). Sharing refreshments in small
groups is also now allowed. Use of the church’s kitchen and coffee are also
allowed (again, for Calvary small groups only).

4. Any activity outdoors becomes “Masks Optional.” This includes the 8:00 am
service.

5. Hymnals and Bibles return to the pews at designated seats. We keep the current
attendance, offering, and Communion practices.

6. We have removed the signs from the metal chairs “Used & Sanitized”. We no
longer worry abut re-using chairs or cleaning them after each use.

7. We will only print bulletins as necessary when screens are not available. A few
printed Announcement sheets will be available each week for visitors and those
Calvary folks who attend worship but do not have the internet.
